Nacionalizam, mase i nasilje na periferiji

Zapadnoeuropski i srednjoeuropski nacionalizam razvijaju se u razli¢itim procesima
modernizacije, uz razli¢itu ulogu drzave i razlicite koncepcije nacije. U zemljama europske
jezgre nacionalna drzava oblikuje se paralelno s razvojem kapitalisticke proizvodnje i pravnih
odnosa utemeljenih na obvezi postivanja ugovora. Takav razvoj omogucio je formiranje
politicke nacije zasnovane na drzavljanstvu, s integrativnim vezama koje svoj teorijski izraz

najcesce pronalaze u idejama prosvjetiteljstva.

Na prostoru srednje Europe oblikuju se nacionalni pokreti usmjereni prema kulturnoj integraciji
etnickih zajednica na povijesno zamiSljenom prostoru pod jedinstvenim pojmom nacije.
Kapitalisticka modernizacija u tim drustvima ne proizvodi druStvenu klasu koja bi postojecoj
drzavi nametnula moderan politic¢ki sadrzaj, nacionalni pokreti u vecini slucajeva teze stvaranju

vlastite drzave.

U takvom kontekstu 1 patriotizam poprima drugaciji karakter: umjesto gradanskog
univerzalizma naglasak se stavlja na jezi¢no i kulturno zajedniStvo. Oba modela politickog
konstituiranja razvijaju specifiéne oblike kolektivnog narcizma, koji se manifestiraju u
formama zapadnoeuropskog rasizma 1 etnoreligijskog Sovinizma. Krizom nacionalne drzave
krajem 19. stoljec¢a, potaknutom razvojem monopolistickog kapitalizma 1 imperijalizma,
nacionalizam postaje snazno sredstvo mobilizacije masa pod populistickim vodama. Analiza
drustvenih struktura srednjoeuropske ekonomske periferije, osobito Hrvatske, upucuje i na

pojavu politickog nasilja inspiriranog kolektivisti¢kim ideologijama.

2 Prof. dr. sc. Hrvoje Volner (roden 1976. u Nagicama) hrvatski je povjesnicar koji istrazuje drustvenu i ekonomsku
povijest Slavonije u razdoblju modernizacijskih procesa od 1873. do 1960-ih, povijest nacionalnih manjina i
Holokaust. Autor je viSe znanstvenih radova i dvije knjige. Radi na Filozofskom fakultetu u Osijeku.

Nationalism, Masses and Violence on the Periphery

Western and Central European nationalisms develop in different processes of modernization,
with different roles of the state and different conceptions of the nation. In the countries of the
European core, the nation-state is formed in parallel with the development of capitalist
production and legal relations based on the obligation to respect contracts. Such development
has enabled the formation of a political nation based on citizenship, with integrative ties that
most often find their theoretical expression in the ideas of the Enlightenment.

In the area of Central Europe, national movements are taking shape aimed at the cultural
integration of ethnic communities in a historically imagined space under the single concept of
the nation. Capitalist modernization in these societies does not produce a social class that would
impose modern political content on the existing state; national movements in most cases strive
to create their own state.

In such a context, patriotism also takes on a different character: instead of civic universalism,
the emphasis is placed on linguistic and cultural commonality. Both models of political
constitution develop specific forms of collective narcissism, which manifest themselves in the
forms of Western European racism and ethno-religious chauvinism. With the crisis of the
nation-state at the end of the 19th century, triggered by the development of monopoly capitalism
and imperialism, nationalism became a powerful means of mobilizing the masses under populist
leaders. Analysis of the social structures of the Central European economic periphery,
especially Croatia, also points to the emergence of political violence inspired by collectivist

ideologies.

3 Prof. Dr. Sc. Hrvoje Volner (born 1976 in Nasice) is a Croatian historian who researches the social and economic
history of Slavonia in the period of modernization processes from 1873 to the 1960s, the history of national
minorities and the Holocaust. He is the author of several scientific papers and two books. He works at the Faculty
of Humanities and Social Sciences in Osijek.

FaSizam kao politicka religija

U izlaganju se polazi od teze da fasizam nije puka posljedica ishoda Prvog svjetskog rata, nego
da je rat pomogao kristalizaciji faSisticke ideologije i ve¢ prije postojecu pobunu protiv
prosvjetiteljstva, liberalizma i demokracije oblikovao kroz fasisti¢ku ideologiju. Rat je pokazao
kako je povrsna ideologija internacionalizma i kako se svi drustveni slojevi mogu staviti u
sluzbu nacije i drzave. Potaknuti tom ¢injenicom, dvojica konzervativnih politickih mislilaca,
Eric Voegelin i Raymond Aron, su nezavisno jedan od drugog, fasizam poceli tumaditi kao
politicku religiju. Tvrde da se ona razvila zahvaljujuéi, krizi klasi¢nih religija i zanemarivanju
duhovnih potreba Covjeka. Zbog toga su se razvile politicke religije, komunizam i fasizam.
FaSizam je supstituirao tri klju¢na religijska elementa. Ideju sveca (Hitler je svetac), svetih
knjiga (Mein Kampf) i svetih mucéenika pokreta (Horst Wessel). Ukazat ¢e se na glavne teze na
kojima pociva teorija politickih religija i njezinu ulogu u konzervativnim tumacenjima

fasistickog fenomena.

4 Prof. dr. sc. Tihomir Cipek (roden 1962.), redoviti je profesor u trajnom zvanju Sveudiliita u Zagrebu. Dobitnik
je Drzavne nagrade za znanost Republike Hrvatske za 2006. godinu, kao i za 2017. godinu. U dva je navrata
obnaSao duznost predsjednika Hrvatskog politoloskog drustva. Osim na Fakultetu politickih znanosti, drzi
predavanja i na Hrvatskim studijima te na Ratnoj $koli Hrvatske vojske. Bio je gostujuci profesor i istraZiva¢ na
Sveucilistima u Becu, Gottingenu, Marburgu an der Lahn, Ljubljani, Bonnu, Bratislavi, Londonu, Sao Paulu i
Tibingenu. U ljetnom semestru 2012. godine kao stipendist zaklade "Robert Bosch" boravio je na Institutu za
znanost o ¢ovjeku u Beéu. Clan je medunarodnog urednistva The International Encyclopedia of Political Science,
u izdanju Ameri¢kog udruzenja za politologiju. Takoder je ¢lan znanstvenog savjeta nekoliko ¢asopisa iz Bosne i
Hercegovine, Hrvatske, Slovenije, Srbije, Poljske i Turske. Predmet njegova znanstvenog interesa su politicke
ideologije, hrvatska i komparativna politika te europske studije.

Fascism as a Political Religion

The presentation starts from the thesis that fascism is not a mere consequence of the outcome
of the First World War, but that the war helped in the crystallization of fascist ideology and
shaped the already existing rebellion against the Enlightenment, liberalism, and democracy
through fascist ideology. The war showed how superficial the ideology of internationalism was
and how all social strata could be put into the service of the nation and the state. Prompted by
this fact, two conservative political thinkers, Eric Voegelin and Raymond Aron, independently
of one another, began to interpret fascism as a political religion. They claim that it developed
thanks to the crisis of classical religions and the neglect of the spiritual needs of man. Because
of this, political religions, communism and fascism, developed. Fascism substituted three key
religious elements: the idea of a saint (Hitler is a saint), sacred books (Mein Kampf), and sacred
martyrs of the movement (Horst Wessel). The main theses on which the theory of political
religions rests and its role in conservative interpretations of the fascist phenomenon will be

pointed out.

5 Prof. Dr. Sc. Tihomir Cipek (born 1962), is a tenured full professor at the University of Zagreb. He is the recipient
of the State Science Award of the Republic of Croatia for 2006, as well as for 2017. On two occasions, he served
as the president of the Croatian Political Science Association. In addition to the Faculty of Political Science, he
lectures at Croatian Studies and at the War College of the Croatian Army. He has been a visiting professor and
researcher at the Universities of Vienna, Gottingen, Marburg an der Lahn, Ljubljana, Bonn, Bratislava, London,
Sao Paulo, and Tibingen. In the summer semester of 2012, as a fellow of the "Robert Bosch™ Foundation, he
resided at the Institute for Human Sciences in Vienna. He is a member of the international editorial board of The
International Encyclopedia of Political Science, published by the American Political Science Association. He is
also a member of the scientific advisory boards of several journals from Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia,
Slovenia, Serbia, Poland, and Turkey. The subjects of his scientific interest are political ideologies, Croatian and
comparative politics, and European studies. In addition to Croatian, he publishes his texts in German, English, and
Polish.

Kriticka rasclamba Filozofskoga izvora faSizma i nacionalnoga socijalizma

Hijacinta BoSkovic¢a: odnos teksta i konteksta

Dominikanac, teolog i filozof Hijacint (Ante) Boskovi¢ (1900. — 1947.) jedan je od prvih
hrvatskih intelektualaca koji je kao svjedok vremena napisao jedno od prvih kritickih i
povijesno-filozofskih djela o dvama totalitarnim rezimima — fasizmu i nacionalsocijalizmu
1938. godine. Autor ¢e u izlaganju interpretirati odnos teksta i konteksta, analizirajuéi zivot i
rad Hijacinta BoSkovic¢a kao odraz na iznesene filozofijske stavove o tim dvama totalitarnim
rezimima. Kriticki ¢e ras¢laniti sadrzaj toga teksta te objasniti motive, izvore, literaturu i nacine
filozofske interpretacije problema s teznjom na povijesne ¢injenice i politicku, drustvenu te
gospodarsku zbilju 30-ih godina prosloga stolje¢a. Kao srediste te kriticke ras¢lambe e biti
Boskoviceva poredba novovjekovnoga subjektivizma (a time i humanizma) te totalitarizma. Uz
to, bit ¢e predstavljeni recepcija, interes i sluZzenje Filozofskim izvorima hrvatske znanstvene i

strucne javnosti od njegova nastanka do danas kao 1 znanstveno-strucne recenzije istoga.

8 Doc. dr. sc. Vlatko Smiljanié¢ roden je 1995. godine u Virovitici. Sveu¢ilisni je nastavnik i znanstvenik na Odsjeku
za kroatologiju i Odsjeku za povijest te prodekan za poslovanje Fakulteta hrvatskih studija Sveucilista u Zagrebu.
Glavni je urednik znanstvenoga Casopisa Kroatologija (al/a2). Tijekom studija bio je student-demonstrator,
nositelj stipendije za izvrsnost Virovitic¢ko-podravske zupanije te dobitnik studentskih nagrada poput Rektorove
nagrade (2020.), Dekanove nagrade (2020.), Procelnikove nagrade (2018.) i viSe Procelnikovih priznanja.
Takoder, dobitnik je Nagrade za objavljeni znanstveni rad visoke medunarodne vidljivosti (2024.) te Dekanova
priznanja zasluZznim nastavnicima za znanstveno-nastavni rad (2024.). Autor je dvije i suautor jedne knjige, kao i
viSe urednickih knjiga i zbornika radova sa znanstvenom tematikom u podrucju kroatologije i povijesti. Takoder,
ucestalo doprinosi znanstvenim i stru¢nim radovima s povijesnim i kroatoloSkim temama. Akademsko zvanje
doktora znanosti stekao je 2023. obranivsi doktorski rad Zivot i djela Mirka Danijela Bogdaniéa od 1760. do 1802.
godine pod mentorstvom akademika Stjepana Cosi¢a s najvisom ocjenom (summa cum laude). Znanstveni interesi
docenta Smiljani¢a usmjereni su na politicku, drustvenu i1 kulturnu povijest Hrvatske od ranoga novog vijeka do
suvremenosti, s posebnim naglaskom na lokalnu i zavi¢ajnu povijest Slavonije, Podravine i virovitickoga kraja.
Dosad je objavio ukupno stotinjak znanstvenih i struénih publikacija te izlaganja na doma¢im i medunarodnim
znanstvenim te stru¢nim skupovima. Autor je Cetiri knjige te urednik pet knjiga.

Critical Analysis of Hijacint Boskovié¢'s Philosophical Sources of Fascism

and National Socialism: the Relationship Between Text and Context

Dominican, theologian, and philosopher Hijacint (Ante) Boskovi¢ (1900-1947) was one of the
first Croatian intellectuals who, as a witness to his time, wrote one of the first critical and
historical-philosophical works on two totalitarian regimes — fascism and national socialism —in
1938. In this presentation, the author will interpret the relationship between text and context,
analyzing the life and work of Hijacint Boskovi¢ as a reflection of his stated philosophical views
on these two totalitarian regimes. The content of this text will be critically analyzed, explaining
the motives, sources, literature, and methods of philosophical interpretation of the problem,
with an emphasis on historical facts and the political, social, and economic reality of the 1930s.
The center of this critical analysis will be BoSkovi¢'s comparison between modern subjectivism
(and thus humanism) and totalitarianism. In addition, the reception, interest, and use of the
"Philosophical Sources" by the Croatian scientific and professional public from its inception to

the present day will be presented, as well as scientific and professional reviews of the work.

T Assistant Professor Vlatko Smiljanié, was born in 1995 in Virovitica. He is a university teacher and scientist at
the Department of Croatology and the Department of History, and the Vice Dean for Business at the Faculty of
Croatian Studies, University of Zagreb. He is the editor-in-chief of the scientific journal Kroatologija (al/a2).
During his studies, he was a student-demonstrator, a recipient of the Virovitica-Podravina County scholarship for
excellence, and a winner of student awards such as the Rector's Award (2020), the Dean's Award (2020), the
Head's Award (2018), and several Head's recognitions. Furthermore, he is the recipient of the Award for a
published scientific paper of high international visibility (2024) and the Dean's recognition for meritorious teachers
for scientific and teaching work (2024). He is the author of two books and the co-author of one, as well as several
edited books and proceedings with scientific themes in the fields of Croatology and history. Also, he frequently
contributes scientific and professional papers with historical and Croatological themes. He earned the academic
degree of Doctor of Science in 2023, defending his doctoral thesis Zivot i djela Mirka Danijela Bogdani¢a od
1760. do 1802. godine under the mentorship of Academician Stjepan Cosi¢ with the highest grade (summa cum
laude). Assistant Professor Smiljani¢'s scientific interests are focused on the political, social, and cultural history
of Croatia from the early modern period to the contemporary era, with special emphasis on the local and regional
history of Slavonia, Podravina, and the Virovitica region. To date, he has published a total of about a hundred
scientific and professional publications and presentations at domestic and international scientific and professional
conferences. He is the author of four books and the editor of five books.

Ludwig von Mises kao povjesni¢ar nastanka nacifaSizma

U izlaganju se analizira tzv. Sonderweg teorija 0 usponu nacisticke Njemacke, na primjeru
knjige Ludwiga von Misesa Svemoguca drzava — uspon totalne drZave i totalni rat. Cilj
izlaganja je prikazati kako Mises objasnjava nastanak nacizma, antisemitizma i Tre¢eg Reicha
iz liberalne, slobodnotrzisne perspektive. Kao razocarani austrijski liberal zidovskog porijekla,
von Mises uzroke nastanka nacizma vidi u pruskom militarizmu, rastu etatizma, nacionalizma
i slabljenju liberalnih institucija u Njemackoj. Nacizam tumaci kao populisticki
antikapitalisti¢ki pokret koji je manipulirao ekonomskim nezadovoljstvom i antisemitizmom.
Posebna se paznja posvecuje odnosu izmedu nacionalizma, rasizma i ekonomske politike, a
Mises se, kao stariji autor, uklapa u glavne historiografske debate o faSistickim reZimima, kao
Sto su (anti)modernizam faSizma, intencionalisticko-funkcionalisticka debata oko Holokausta
itd. Zakljuc¢no, rad pokazuje da je Ludwig von Mises iznio vazna historiografska i politoloska
stajaliSta te se time njegov historiografski opus smjeSta uz bok relevantnoj historiografiji

suvremenog razdoblja.

8 Adrijan Stivi¢ (roden 2001.) intelektualni je povjesni¢ar i povjesni¢ar medunarodnih odnosa. Trenutno je
doktorand povijesti na Fakultetu hrvatskih studija Sveucilista u Zagrebu i doktorand medunarodnih odnosa na
Libertas medunarodnom sveuéilistu. Diplomirao je komparativnu knjizevnost i povijest na Filozofskom fakultetu
Sveucilista u Zagrebu, a preddiplomski studij zavr$io je na Filozofskom fakultetu Sveuéilista u Rijeci. Djeluje kao
naslovni asistent na Tehnickom fakultetu u Puli, gdje sudjeluje u izvodenju nastave na kolegiju ,,Informacijska
tehnologija i drustvo” gdje predaje povijest modernosti, povijest znanosti te povijest institucija politi¢kog i
ekonomskog liberalizma. Njegov znanstveni rad usmjeren je na intelektualnu povijest liberalizma, politicke
ideologije 19.120. stoljeca te historijsku geopolitiku. Dobitnik je dvije dekanove nagrade, za izvrsnost i studentski
aktivizam. Tijekom studija obnasao je visoke funkcije u studentskoj upravi fakulteta i bio angaZiran na projektima
i programima osiguravanja kvalitete u znanosti i visokom obrazovanju.

Ludwig von Mises as a Historian of the Emergence of Nazi-Fascism

The presentation analyzes the so-called Sonderweg theory regarding the rise of Nazi Germany,
using the example of Ludwig von Mises' book Omnipotent Government: The Rise of the Total
State and Total War. The aim of the presentation is to demonstrate how Mises explains the
emergence of Nazism, antisemitism, and the Third Reich from a liberal, free-market
perspective. As a disillusioned Austrian liberal of Jewish origin, von Mises sees the causes of
the rise of Nazism in Prussian militarism, the growth of statism, nationalism, and the weakening
of liberal institutions in Germany. He interprets Nazism as a populist anti-capitalist movement
that manipulated economic discontent and antisemitism. Special attention is paid to the
relationship between nationalism, racism, and economic policy, and Mises, as an earlier author,
fits into the main historiographical debates on fascist regimes, such as the (anti)modernism of
fascism, the intentionalist-functionalist debate regarding the Holocaust, etc. In conclusion, the
paper shows that Ludwig von Mises presented important historiographical and political science
viewpoints, thereby placing his historiographical opus alongside the relevant historiography of

the contemporary period.

® Adrijan Stivi¢ (born 2001) is an intellectual historian and a historian of international relations. He is currently a
doctoral candidate in history at the Faculty of Croatian Studies, University of Zagreb, and a doctoral candidate in
international relations at Libertas International University. He graduated in comparative literature and history from
the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University of Zagreb, and completed his undergraduate studies at
the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University of Rijeka. He serves as an external teaching assistant at
the Faculty of Engineering in Pula, where he participates in teaching the course "Information Technology and
Society," lecturing on the history of modernity, the history of science, and the history of the institutions of political
and economic liberalism.

Fascism "'as the Last Bulwark of Capitalism"? From Trotsky to the

"Frankfurt School*"

Marxist interpretations of fascism during the 20th century do not view fascism as a mere
historical accident or the result of the actions of a "charismatic leader," but as a deeply rooted
product of the crisis of the capitalist system. They seek to explain fascism through the analysis
of class relations, economic structure, and the relationship between the state and capital. Here,
fascism is not merely a deviation or "abnormality,” but rather capitalism under conditions of
extreme crisis, when the ruling class replaces democracy with terror or imperialism in order to
maintain its power. Fascism utilizes nationalism, psychological methods of inducing fear,
submission to authority, and primal human urges that seek a "scapegoat™" to alleviate their
hardships. They see fascism as the ultimate point of instrumental reason that has become
irrational, where modern technology is used for the destruction of its ideological opponents,

especially Jews as "symbols of capitalism."”

11 Zeljko Karaula (born 1973) is a Croatian historian whose scientific work primarily focuses on 20th-century
Croatian history and Yugoslav history. He has made a special contribution to the research of political biographies
of significant 20th-century figures, as well as the detailed study of the history of the Bjelovar region and its
surroundings. He currently serves as a permanent associate at the Institute for Scientific Research and Artistic
Work of the Croatian Academy of Sciences and Arts (HAZU) in Bjelovar.

FaSizam Kkao filozofija i doktrina: Bortolottova Kkriti¢cka reinterpretacija

izmedu voluntarizma, statizma i korporativizma

Ovaj rad kriticki analizira politicku filozofiju Guida Bortolotta iznesenu u njegovoj knjizi
Dottrina del Fascismo, koji zbog velikog opsega ostaje uglavnom nedostupan izvan talijanske
znanstvene tradicije. Polaze¢i od kanonske formulacije povezane s Benitom Mussolinijem i
Giovannijem Gentileom, rad istodobno razmatra i njihove filozofske doprinose te u tom
kontekstu smjeSta Bortolottovu reinterpretaciju. Posebna se paznja posvecuje nizu
konceptualnih napetosti koje se Cesto zanemaruju u standardnim prikazima, osobito
Bortolottovoj sintezi voluntarizma, etickog statizma i korporativisticke ontologije unutar
fasisticke doktrine.

Fascism as Philosophy and Doctrine: Bortolotto's Critical Reinterpretation

Between Voluntarism, Statism, and Corporatism

This paper critically analyzes the political philosophy of Guido Bortolotto presented in his book
Dottrina del Fascismo, which, due to its great volume, remains largely inaccessible outside the
Italian scientific tradition. Starting from the canonical formulation associated with Benito
Mussolini and Giovanni Gentile, the paper simultaneously considers their philosophical
contributions and places Bortolotto's reinterpretation within that context. Special attention is
paid to a series of conceptual tensions that are often neglected in standard accounts, especially
Bortolotto's synthesis of voluntarism, ethical statism, and corporatist ontology within fascist
doctrine. By reconstructing these internal moments, the paper challenges the widespread
assumption of fascism as a monolithic ideological system, while also raising the question of
exactly which of these elements or their combinations form the core of fascism. The aim of this
paper is to enrich contemporary debates on fascism by introducing neglected philosophical

nuances and to expand the comparative horizon of its interpretation.

13 Sandro Skansi was born in Zagreb in 1985. In 2004, he graduated from the Classical Gymnasium in Zagreb and
subsequently enrolled in the study of philosophy and Croatian culture at the Faculty of Croatian Studies, where he
graduated in 2009. He earned his doctorate in philosophy in 2013 from the Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences, University of Zagreb. After completing his doctorate, he worked as a data scientist and software
engineer, and later as a head of analytics in the private sector. In 2017, he became an assistant professor, and in
2023, an associate professor at the Faculty of Croatian Studies, University of Zagreb. He is the author of several
textbooks and scientific monographs and forty scientific papers, and is the most cited philosopher in the Republic
of Croatia according to Semantic Scholar.

Gabriele D'Annunzio — The Seductive Appeal of Fascism

Gabriele D'Annunzio is in many ways considered the prophet or the John the Baptist of Italian
fascism. His experimentation with various forms of extremism in the city of Rijeka during the
15 months of his dictatorship from September 1919 to 1921 foreshadowed a new, dark era of
European history. However, on the other hand, just as he attracted masses of followers of all
ages at that time with his charisma and seductive populism, his role in historiography is still
intertwined with sympathies for his character and work, much like the sympathies shown for
the antics of a dandy or a rascal. It is indicative that even a hundred years later, similar
appearances and actions of individuals, as well as groups, are still viewed in a similar way or
their harmfulness is downplayed. Wherein lies this seductive appeal of fascism that slips so
imperceptibly through the pores of society, and why are we unable to become conscious of it
even after a hundred years in which we have undergone difficult and bloody lessons? Is Gabriele
D'Annunzio a historical example from which we should learn? Can we, through an analytical
approach to past events, reach conclusions and instructions for new generations, for a new and

better society?

15 Tea Perin¢i¢, historian and museologist, was born in 1971 in Rijeka. She graduated in philosophy and history
from the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University of Zagreb, in 1996, and earned her master's degree
at the same faculty in 2004 with the thesis Rapska biskupija u vizitaciji Agostina Valiera 1579. godine.

Istra 1920.-1921.: FasSisticko nasilje i uspon otpora

Cilj ovog izlaganja i teksta koji slijedi jest prikazati pocCetke faSistickog nasilja nad hrvatskim i
drugim slavenskim zajednicama u Istri i Dalmaciji, kao i prve spontane i organizirane oblike
otpora tom nasilju. U prvom dijelu ukratko se razmatraju najave 1 planovi ekspanzionisti¢kih
ambicija koje su artikulirali rani zagovornici iredentistickih i fasistickih ideja (Attilio Tamaro,
Ettore Tolomei, Ruggero Timeus), a potom i Benito Mussolini. Kao vazna preteca ranog otpora
u Istri navodi se i prvi zabiljezeni ¢in otpora na Sirem kvarnerskom podrucju, jo§ ne protiv
fasista, nego protiv D’ Annunzijevih legionara tijekom okupacije Rijeke i1 dijelova Kvarnera.
Prema akademiku Petru Str¢i¢u, D’ Annunzio je 1919. poslao skupinu legionara u pljackaski

pohod na otok Krk, no oto¢ani su im se suprotstavili, svladali ih i protjerali.

Nakon toga slijede primjeri ranog, spontanog otpora u Hrvatskom primorju i Istri tijekom 1920.
godine: Vodnjanska bitka (16. sijecnja 1920.), ,,Krvavi Prvi maj* (1. svibnja 1920.), paljenje i
razaranje Hrvatskog narodnog doma 1 Citaonice u Puli (14. srpnja 1920.) te legendarna ,,dva

Samara“ upucena Mussoliniju nakon njegova govora u pulskom kazalistu (21. rujna 1920.).

U drugom dijelu izlaganja naglasak je na prvim oblicima organiziranog narodnog otpora
faSizmu: Prostinska buna (2. veljace - 3. travnja 1921.), u kojoj se seosko stanovniStvo Prostine,
pod vodstvom dr. Ante Cilige, suprotstavilo fasistickom nasilju, te Labinska republika (2.

ozujka - 8. travnja 1921.), koju su organizirali rudari na podru¢ju Labina. U slucaju Labinske

Istria 1920-1921: Fascist Violence and the Rise of Resistance

The goal of this presentation and the following text is to present the beginnings of fascist
violence against Croatian and other Slavic communities in Istria and Dalmatia, as well as the
first spontaneous and organized forms of resistance to that violence. The first part briefly
considers the announcements and plans of expansionist ambitions articulated by early
proponents of irredentist and fascist ideas (Attilio Tamaro, Ettore Tolomei, Ruggero Timeus),
and subsequently by Benito Mussolini. As an important precursor to early resistance in Istria,
the first recorded act of resistance in the wider Kvarner area is mentioned—not yet against the
fascists, but against D’Annunzio’s legionnaires during the occupation of Rijeka and parts of
Kvarner. According to Academician Petar Str¢i¢, in 1919 D’Annunzio sent a group of
legionnaires on a looting expedition to the island of Krk, but the islanders confronted them,

overpowered them, and expelled them.

This is followed by examples of early, spontaneous resistance in the Croatian Littoral and Istria
during 1920: the "Vodnjanska bitka" (January 16, 1920), "Krvavi Prvi maj" (May 1, 1920), the
burning and destruction of the Hrvatski narodni dom and reading room in Pula (July 14, 1920),
and the legendary "two slaps" delivered to Mussolini after his speech in the Pula theater
(September 21, 1920).

17 Renato Matié¢ was born in Vinkovci in 1963. He graduated, earned his master's degree, and received his doctorate
in sociology from the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University of Zagreb. He is a tenured professor
at the Department of Sociology of the Faculty of Croatian Studies, University of Zagreb. He participated in the
initiation of, and teaches at, the postgraduate specialist study "Mentalno zdravlje obitelji, djece i mladih u
zajednici" at the Faculty of Teacher Education, University of Zagreb, and also lectures at the Soa akademija of the
Jewish Community in Zagreb. His areas of scientific interest include: sociology of crime and social deviance,
research into the social causes of violence, corruption, prejudice, and discrimination, as well as society and
veterans. He is a member of the Secular Franciscan Order, the Croatian Sociological Association, the Professional
Assaciation of Criminologists, the Alumni George C. Marshall Center for International and Security Studies, and
the Karate klub Tempo — Zagreb. Additionally, he is an honorary member of the sociology students' association
Anomija. He is a Croatian veteran and a recipient of the Spomenica Domovinskog rata.
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In the second part of the presentation, the emphasis is on the first forms of organized popular
resistance to fascism: the "Prostinska buna" (February 2 — April 3, 1921), in which the rural
population of Prostina, under the leadership of Dr. Ante Ciliga, opposed fascist violence, and
the "Labinska republika” (March 2 — April 8, 1921), organized by miners in the Labin area. In
the case of the "Labinska republika”, resistance to fascist pressure is particularly clearly

intertwined with the struggle for better working conditions and workers' rights.

Koliko je Francova diktatura bila faSisticka? Pristup iz perspektive ruralne

povijesti

Francov rezim (1936. — 1975.) unutar svoje politiCke obitelji istiCe se po dvjema
karakteristi¢nim znacajkama: roden je iz krvavoga trogodiSnjeg gradanskog rata i uzivao je
iznimnu dugovjecnost, usporedivu samo sa susjednim Portugalom. Upravo zbog svog trajanja,
rezim je s vremenom evoluirao, a razliciti sektori (falangisti, vojska, tradicionalisti, monarhisti,
katolici itd.) koji su ga podrzavali igrali su razli¢ite uloge u njegovim pojedinim fazama.
Spanjolska historiografija podijeljena je oko pitanja u kojoj se mjeri frankizam mozZe
klasificirati kao fasizam, kao i oko mnogih drugih aspekata poput stupnja njegove drustvene

potpore, kontinuiteta u demokratskom sustavu uvedenom nakon diktatorove smrti i sli¢no.

Na ova pitanja pokusat ¢emo baciti novo svjetlo usvajanjem originalne perspektive, one iz

vizure ruralne povijesti, distancirajuci se pritom od monopola politologije 1 politicke povijesti.

How Fascist was Franco's Dictatorship? An Approach From Rural History

The Franco regime (1936-1975) stands out within its political family for two distinctive
characteristics: it was born out of a bloody three-year civil war and it enjoyed exceptional
longevity, comparable only to that of neighbouring Portugal. Precisely because of its duration,
it evolved over time, and the different sectors (Falangists, military, traditionalists, monarchists,
Catholics, etc.) that supported it played varying roles in its different stages. Spanish
historiography is divided on the extent to which Francoism can be classified as fascist, as well
as on many other aspects such as the degree of its social support, the continuities in the

democratic system imposed after the death of the dictator and so on.

We will attempt to shed light on these issues by adopting an original perspective, that of rural

history, distancing ourselves from the monopoly of political science and political history.

20 Miguel Cabo Villaverde (born 1970) is Professor at the University of Santiago de Compostela (Galicia, Spain).
His main fields of interest are associations and collective action in the rural world, rural violence, Spanish political
history between 1874 and the Franco dictatorship, and nation-building processes in Europe. He has written a
number of articles, chapters and books on these topics.

He just coedited with Lourenzo Fernandez Prieto
and Juan Pan-Montojo Agricultural Modernisation and the Green Revolution in the Twentieth-Century World,
Woodbridge, Boydell and Brewer (2026).

2L Gael Uxio Proupin Cantelar completed a Bachelor’s degree in History at the University of Santiago de
Compostela, including a study period at Jagiellonian University. He also completed a Master’s degree in Modern
History from the same university in Santiago. He is currently pursuing a PhD in Contemporary History (since
2024) at the University of Santiago de Compostela (University of Santiago), specializing in Economic and Social
History under the supervision of Professor Miguel Cabo Villaverde (University of Santiago) and Miguel Angel
del Arco Blanco (University of Granada). His research aims to analyze the functioning of autarky, its institutions,
and its impact on Galicia in the 1940s.

Antisemitizam kod ustasa i "zboraSa" prije Drugoga svjetskog rata

Ovaj je rad komparativnohistorijska analiza antisemitskih izjava i tekstova koje su uglavnom
napisali Ante Paveli¢ kao voda ustaSkog pokreta 1 Dimitrije Ljoti¢ kao voda pokreta Zbor.
Analiza je obuhvatila kronolosko razdoblje do 1941. kako bi se naglasili sami korijeni i ideje

antisemitske ideologije dvaju pokreta tijekom 1930-ih, kada su pokreti nastali.

Rad takoder pokazuje naglasak koji su oba pokreta stavljala na odnos s vlastitim narodom
(nacijom) kao rasno ,,¢istim*, ali i odnos s ideoloskim uzorima iz inozemstva (poput nacizma).
Iako su oba pokreta bila antisemitska i antisustavna (antikapitalisti¢ka i antikomunisticka),
njihovi su se nacionalni ciljevi razlikovali s obzirom na hrvatski i srpski politicki kontekst
unutar jugoslavenskog okvira. Oba pokreta dijelila su uvjerenje da kolektiv dolazi ispred
pojedinca i da Zidovi dominiraju svijetom. Antisemitski stavovi izneseni 1930-ih, tijekom

Drugoga svjetskog rata prerasli su u aktivno sudjelovanje u Holokaustu.

Antisemitism Among the Ustasha Movement and **Zbor** Movement Before
the Second World War

This paper provides a comparative-historical analysis of antisemitic statements and texts
primarily authored by Ante Paveli¢, leader of the UstaSe movement, and Dimitrije Ljoti¢, leader
of the Zbor movement. The analysis covers the chronological period up to 1941 to emphasize
the very roots and ideas of the antisemitic ideology of the two movements during the 1930s,

when the movements were formed.

The paper also highlights the emphasis both movements placed on the relationship with their
own people (nation) as racially "pure,” as well as the relationship with ideological role models
from abroad (such as Nazism). Although both movements were antisemitic and anti-systemic
(anti-capitalist and anti-communist), their national goals differed given the Croatian and
Serbian political contexts within the Yugoslav framework. Both movements shared the
conviction that the collective comes before the individual and that Jews dominate the world.
The antisemitic views expressed in the 1930s evolved into active participation in the Holocaust
during the Second World War.

istraZivanjima o genocidu nad Romima u Nezavisnoj Drzavi Hrvatskoj

Romsko stanovniStvo danas ¢ini jednu od najstarijih i najbrojnijih nacionalnih manjina u
Republici Hrvatskoj. Njihova povijest zivota u europskim drzavama i dalje je nedovoljno
znanstveno istrazena, a to je bila posljedica marginalizacije ove tematike. SrediSnja tocka
njihove povijesti jest njihovo genocidno stradanje uoci i za vrijeme Drugog svjetskog rata.
Nakon rata dogodila se marginalizacija u znanstvenim proucavanjima njihovog ratnog stradanja
u mnogim europskim zemljama. Kontinuirana istrazivanja njihove povijesti zapo¢inju krajem
1970-ih i to ponajprije u njemackoj, britanskoj i1 francuskoj historiografiji. Upravo u ovakvom
kontekstu bivaju objavljena sintetska povijesna djela o Romima u Europi i/ili na podru¢ju
odredene europske drzave. Njemacka historiografija posebice je bila usredotocena na
istrazivanje stradanja Roma za vrijeme nacizma, dok u drugim historiografijama, poput
britanske 1 francuske, viSe je pisano o cjelokupnosti (Sire) povijesti Roma. U zemljama bivse
Jugoslavije posebno se isti¢u srpski znanstvenici koji su od 1980ih bili predvodnici istrazivanja
povijesti Roma.

intenzivirala istraZivanje povijesti Roma na svom podrucju za vrijeme Drugoga svjetskog rata.

On the Margins of European and Croatian Historiography: On Scientific
Research Regarding the Genocide Against the Roma in the Independent

State of Croatia

The Roma population today constitutes one of the oldest and most numerous national minorities
in the Republic of Croatia. Their history of life in European states remains insufficiently
researched scientifically, which has been a consequence of the marginalization of this subject
matter. The central point of their history is their genocidal suffering before and during the
Second World War. After the war, a marginalization occurred in the scientific studies of their
wartime suffering in many European countries. Continuous research into their history began in
the late 1970s, primarily in German, British, and French historiography. It was in this context
that synthetic historical works on the Roma in Europe and/or within the territory of specific
European states were published. German historiography was particularly focused on
researching the suffering of the Roma during Nazism, while in other historiographies, such as
British and French, there was more focus on the entirety of the (broader) history of the Roma.
In the countries of the former Yugoslavia, Serbian scholars stand out, having been leaders in
the research of Roma history since the 1980s. Other historiographies, notably Slovenian

The Catholic Church and Fascism — Fundamental Determinants of the

Relationship and Certain Historical Examples

The relationship between the Catholic Church and fascism is examined through the examples
of several European countries, primarily Italy. The reasons why the defense of ecclesiastical
and Christian interests was sought and found in alliances with fascist regimes are explained.
Faced with the process of secularization and the privatization of faith, in which the Church was
losing its social power, a significant portion of the Church looked toward the state with
confidence, seeking assistance in the Christian reconquest of society. Both the Church and
fascism shared a common enemy: the liberal social order. The Catholic-conservative
subculture, which had been opposed to the liberal bourgeoisie since the Restoration, was now
convinced that it could overturn the secularity of the state through fascism. The anti-clerical
character of leftist movements further convinced these circles of the acceptability of fascism. It
was only the experience of the Second World War that would lead Catholics to a revaluation of

democracy.

Fascist Marketplaces: The Economy and Everyday Life in Wartime

Croatia and Nazi Germany

This presentation looks at everyday life through the prism of the marketplace in two fascist
states during World War Two: The Independent State of Croatia (Nezavisna Drzava Hrvatska
—NDH) and Nazi Germany. This paper argues that despite the fact that both Nazi Germany and
the NDH generated significant wealth for themselves from the mass campaigns of looting
against “unwanted populations” — in the case of Nazi Germany Jews and populations in the
occupied eastern territories and in the case of the Ustasa regime Jews and Serbs — the proceeds
of this stealing was distributed in very different ways. While in the case of Nazi Germany, much
of the property, businesses and assets stolen from Jews and others was sent back by the Third
Reich directly to German citizens (whether by Reich agencies, officials or German soldiers
coming home on leave), in the NDH most of the stolen assets were distributed among supporters
of the regime and UstaSa officials. This was despite the fact that in the NDH, stolen assets
obtained through the so-called Aryanisation process was promoted as a method of improving
the living standards and increasing social mobility for those at the bottom of the socioeconomic
ladder and securing the support of workers. While the two states differed in terms of the
distribution of looted goods, the corporate and centrally planned economies of both Nazi
Germany and the NDH — despite the claimed success of the Nazi economy on which the
economy of the NDH was modelled — were extremely inefficient, ineffective, and characterised

by severe shortages, hyperinflation, and an almost permanent cost-of-living crisis. As a result,

in both societies barter became an important part of economic exchange. At the same time,
Aryanisation proved to be a double-edged sword: while it was used as a means of compensating
ordinary consumers for shortages, at the same time it undermined the wartime economy by
fuelling a growing black market and creating a demand for consumer goods which could not be

satisfied by the fascist marketplace.

Od grada do logora: ekstremne forme politickog prostora

Rad polazi od teze da fasizam nije moguée razumjeti samo kao ideologiju ili rezim, nego i kao
radikalni projekt proizvodnje politickog prostora. Oslanjajuci se na Lefebvreovu koncepciju
proizvodnje prostora, pokazuje se kako faSisticke vlasti transformiraju urbani prostor u
instrument homogenizacije, hijerarhije i1 isklju¢ivanja. Grad pritom prestaje biti pluralno
drustveno tkivo 1 postaje normativho organizirana scena nacionalnog jedinstva,

monumentalnosti 1 politi€¢kog rituala.

U drugom koraku analiza se oslanja na Foucaultovu teoriju disciplinarnog prostora i model
panoptikona kako bi se razjasnilo kako nadzor, klasifikacija i regulacija tijela postaju temeljne
tehnike prostorne organizacije. Te se tehnike ne zadrzavaju na institucijama poput zatvora, nego
se Sire na urbani i nacionalni prostor u cjelini. Posebna se pozornost posvecuje getima i
koncentracijskim logorima kao radikalnim oblicima politickog prostora. Geto se interpretira
kao prijelazna forma segregacije i prostorne diferencijacije, dok koncentracijski logor
predstavlja ekstremnu artikulaciju mo¢i. U kontekstu Holokausta, logor postaje prostor
sistematske dehumanizacije 1 administrativno organiziranog unistenja, ¢ime se pokazuje da

genocid nije izvanjski prekid modernosti, nego njezina ekstremna prostorna racionalizacija.

Rad zakljucuje da prijelaz od grada do geta i logora ne predstavlja diskontinuitet, nego
progresivnu radikalizaciju logike prostorne homogenizacije. FaSizam se tako razotkriva kao
projekt koji kroz kontrolu i reorganizaciju prostora proizvodi politicku zajednicu temeljenu na

isklju€enju, segregaciji 1, u svojoj krajnjoj fazi, genocidu.

From the City to the Camp: Extreme Forms of Political Space

The paper starts from the thesis that fascism cannot be understood merely as an ideology or a
regime, but also as a radical project of producing political space. Relying on Lefebvre's
conception of the production of space, it shows how fascist authorities transform urban space
into an instrument of homogenization, hierarchy, and exclusion. In this process, the city ceases
to be a plural social fabric and becomes a normatively organized scene of national unity,

monumentality, and political ritual.

In the second step, the analysis relies on Foucault's theory of disciplinary space and the
panopticon model to clarify how the surveillance, classification, and regulation of bodies
become fundamental techniques of spatial organization. These techniques are not confined to
institutions like prisons but spread to the urban and national space as a whole. Special attention
is paid to ghettos and concentration camps as radical forms of political space. The ghetto is
interpreted as a transitional form of segregation and spatial differentiation, while the
concentration camp represents an extreme articulation of power. In the context of the Holocaust,
the camp becomes a space of systematic dehumanization and administratively organized
destruction, demonstrating that genocide is not an external rupture of modernity, but rather its

extreme spatial rationalization.

The paper concludes that the transition from the city to the ghetto and the camp does not
represent a discontinuity, but a progressive radicalization of the logic of spatial homogenization.
Fascism is thus revealed as a project that, through the control and reorganization of space,

Polaze¢i od ideoloskih
postavki fasizma i1 nacizma, rad kontekstualizira zlo€in u Sirem okviru okupacijskih politika na
isto¢nojadranskom prostoru tijekom Drugog svjetskog rata. Posebna se pozornost posvecéuje
suvremenim oblicima interpretacije 1 institucionalizacije sje¢anja kroz djelovanje
Memorijalnog centra Lipa pamti, koji lokalnu tragediju prevodi u prostor javne povijesti i
antifasisticke pedagogije. Time se otvara pitanje odnosa izmedu povijesne ¢injenice, kolektivne

Lipa 1944: Fascist Violence, Collective Trauma, and the Musealization of

Memory

The presentation analyzes the suffering of Lipa on April 30, 1944, as a paradigmatic example
of Nazi policies of repression and collective retribution against the civilian population. Starting
from the ideological premises of fascism and Nazism, the work contextualizes the crime within
the broader framework of occupation policies in the Eastern Adriatic region during the Second
World War. Special attention is paid to contemporary forms of interpretation and the
institutionalization of memory through the activities of the Memorijalni centar Lipa pamti,
which translates the local tragedy into a space of public history and anti-fascist pedagogy. This
opens the question of the relationship between historical facts, collective memory, and
museological representation, as well as the role of memorial institutions in shaping the

contemporary understanding of fascism.

33 Vana Govié¢ Markovi¢ graduated in art history and ethnology in 2006 from the Faculty of Humanities and Social
Sciences in Zagreb. Since 2013, she has been a senior curator at the Pomorski i povijesni muzej Hrvatskog primorja
Rijeka, after previously working at the Muzej moderne i suvremene umjetnosti in Rijeka and the LoSinjski muze;j
on the island of LoSinj. As the head of one of the museum's branches—the Memorijalni centar Lipa pamti—she
focuses on dealing with difficult heritage.
