Library:

The library at NBU is a cultural and information center. It organizes exhibitions
and promotions of new books, and maintains a permanent exhibition of
university publications. The Library complex comprises a free-access library,
open-stack reading halls, an audio-visual studio, exhibition spaces, a
conference hall, a copy center etc. It also boasts a sophisticated computer
center providing free access to the Internet for students and faculty. Apart from
traditional library activities and services, the Library:
¢ Maintains a wide range of Bulgarian, Russian, English, French, Italian
and German newspapers and periodicals.
¢ Publishes a Monthly Bulletin with information on new acquisitions.
s Works with academic and reference databases such as EBSCO, Current
Contents Connect, CIELA, and APIS.
% Maintains an integrated library system Q Series, which includes work
with an electronic catalogue.
¢ Has a collection of approximately 100,000 books and paper documents,
% Develops international library projects in the field of the use of library
funds, digitalization of archive documents etc.
¢ Is an associate member of the UNESCO Library network UNAL
